From the Principal 

Messages from literacy summit & leaders’ day 
Recently, I attended the statewide literacy summit 
and leaders’ day.  The keynote speaker of the 
literacy summit was Professor Maryanne Wolf 
(Tufts University), who spoke to us about “how the 
reading brain teaches us to teach, predict and 
intervene”.  She explained that the brain is able to 
form new connected circuits, to recycle and 
repurpose areas, and this depends on the 
environment.  This means we must “use it or lose 
it – learn it or don’t have it”.  She spoke about the 
importance of the language environment and of 
the importance of reading to young children.  We 
explored the idea of “deep reading”, which means 
we have time to think, going beyond the wisdom of 
the author, and having empathy.   We heard about 
Marion Diamond’s work, where she found that rats 
who lived the longest received the following in 
their lives: enrichment and challenge, nutrition and 
exercise, and love. I wonder what we can learn 
from that for ourselves and for our children? 
 

At the leaders’ day we heard from our Chief 
Executive, Rick Persse, who encouraged us to  
“aim high, be brave, join up, and have fun”.  He 
clearly stated his expectation of growth for every 
child in every class in every school, and that for a 
world-class education system in SA.  What we do 
at our school will contribute to this vision as we 
challenge and stretch our learners. 
 
Enjoying the bus ride  
This is a reminder that we want all children to 
enjoy their bus travel to and from school, and it’s 

every passenger’s responsibility to help this to 
happen.  We expect responsible behaviour at all 
times that does not interfere with anyone else’s 
chance of enjoying their trip.  Please consider 
carefully whether students have electronic devices 
on the bus.  If these are used then responsible use 
is needed, and special care to keep them from 
harm..  We encourage positive interactions on the 
bus - or maybe this could be time to get lost in a 
good book!
